The pillar of community
service has been our
P.A.C.E. (PUL Alphas for
Community  Excellence)
Committee, which hosts a
number of events every
year such as the Highway
Clean-Up program, Jingle
Mingle Christmas Toy
Drive, and a number of
other events.
